(4) Range shall be enclosed by a six (6) foot chain link fence with a lockable gate at
the entrance.

(5) Weapons types are restricted to pistol, rifle, or shotgun. The use of explosives or
any target that detonates is prohibited,

(6) Hours of operations shall be 9:00 AM to 8:00 PM, Monday through Thursday.
The discharge of weapons or shooting activities shall not occur on Friday though

Sunday.

(7) Range shall be utilized by duly swomn law enforcement personnel only except as
provided in standard (8) below.,

(8) No individuals under the age of 18 are permitted on the range during any practice
or qualification of firearms unless such individual is participating in a organized
Camden County approved function, properly supervised onsite by Camden County
law enforcement personnel. All activities shall adhere to the Sheriff’s Policy and
Procedure manual for the site.

(9) No Trespassing Signs shall be posted along range fence lines every 150 feet.

(10) The operators of the shooting range shall provide proof of accident and
Liability insurance coverage. A minimum coverage of $1,000,000 per individual
and $2,000,000 in the aggregate shall be maintained.

WHEREAS, the citizens and property within Camden County are subject to the effects of natural
hazards and man-made hazard events that pose threats to lives and cause damages to property, and
with the knowledge and experience that certain areas, i.e., flood hazard areas, are particularly

1. Adopts the Albemarle Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan; and

2. Vests the Emergency Management Coordinator with the responsibility, authority, and the
means to:

a) Inform all concerned parties of this action.

b) Cooperate with Federal, State and local agencies and private firms which
undertake to study, survey, map, and identify floodplain or flood-related
erosion areas, and cooperate with neighboring communities with respect to
management of adjoining floodplain and/or flood-related erosion areas in order
to prevent aggravation of existing hazards.

3. Appoints the Emergency Management Coordinator to assure that the Hazard Mitigation Plan
is review annually and in greater detail at least once every five years.

4. Agrees to take such other official action as may be reasonably necessary to carry out the
strategies outlined within the 2015 Albemarle Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan.

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HOW TO REQUEST INFORMAL ADVICE OR A FORMAL ADVISORY OPINION ON THE
ETHICS ACT OR ON THE LOBBYING LAW

Who can request advice? Anyone affected by the Ethics Act or Lobbying Law may request informal advice or a
formal advisory opinion.

What can be requested? Requests for advice must be related to specific questions involving the meaning and
application of the Ethics Act and/or Lobbying Law and must relate to real or reasonably anticipated fact settings or
circumstances. All requests must also be prospective.

What is the difference between “informal advice” and a “formal advisory opinion”?

e Informal advice is issued by Commission staff and does not confer immunity. Requests for informal advice
may be either verbal or written.

e A formal advisory opinion is issued by the Commission. Reliance on a formal advisory opinion confers
immunity from investigation by the Commission or the Secretary of State’s Office. A request for a formal
advisory opinion must be in writing.

Are requests and advisory opinions confidential? Yes. Requests for advice or a formal advisory opinion, and
all related documents, are confidential. However, the Commission is required to share unredacted copies of formal
advisory opinions with the Secretary of State’s Office and must publish redacted formal advisory opinions on the
Commission’s website.
