 Absentee by mail:

Return Request Form, must be received by the Camden County Board of Elections by 5:00 

p.m. on Tuesday, October 27, 2020. Mark the Ballot, Return in the completed container-return 

envelope in-person or by mail by 5:00 p.m. on Election Day.  If returning by mail, must be 

postmarked on or before November 3, 2020 and received by Camden County Board of Elections by 

Friday, November 6, 2020. 

One-Stop Early Voting: 

One-Stop Early Voting allows any registered voter to cast an in person Absentee Ballot.  For the 

November 3, 2020 General Election One-Stop will be from Thursday, October 15 until Saturday, 

October 31 at the Camden County Board of Elections office 117 NC Hwy 343 N, Camden, NC 27921.
